That’s a phrase that is 
repeated often – most 
times somewhere around 
November 11th. But I 
would like to share with 
you another occasion 
when we should be 
reminded of it, but sadly it 
does not happen as often 
as it should! 
On Sunday 30th July my 
wife Pat and I were with 
close on to two hundred 
Lions members, and in a 
lot of cases some of their 
extended families, on the 
occasion of a 
‘Remembrance Day’ which 
is organised and operated 
by the Lions Club of 
Bullcreek.

To give recognition to 
those people, it was 
decided to plant a ‘Tree of 
Remembrance’, and also 
place a small plaque at the 
foot of the tree, 
recognizing that particular 
Member or Partner.    
Twenty three members 
and families from the Lions 
Club of Stirling were in 
attendance, and planted 
three trees, together with a  
 
small plaque, for Lions 
Keith Clark, Ray Penn, & 
Colin Marshall. 
It was encouraging to see 
our District Governor 
Robin, and first lady 
Regina in attendance, just 
recently back from their 
International Convention. 
What was somewhat 
disappointing though was 
the relatively small number 
of Lions representing W1. 
 Whether that was 

because it was a W2 
project, or that they were 
unaware that such a 
worthwhile event took 
place – I can only 
recommend that when the 
time comes up again next 
year we make an effort to 
not only give it our 
support, but also to 
remember any of our loved 
ones who have passed on, 
by the planting of a small 
tree.
