Subject: Managingand Driving Due Diligence and Risk Management in

Your Districts

Dear District Governors,

As the leaders entrusted with the oversight of our District Lions Clubs, it is imperative that we collectively
prioritise and meticulously manage Due Diligence and Risk Management within your respective Districts. The
purpose of this letter is to outline acomprehensive approach to enhancing your Due Diligence processes and Risk
Management strategies to ensure the continued success and integrity of the organisation.

Importance of Due Diligence and Risk Management

Due Diligence a nd Risk Management are fundamental components of effective governance. They are not merely
procedural tasks but pivotal responsibilities that safeguard your members, your assets, and your reputation. In an
increasingly complex and uncertain world, the ability to anticipate, identify, and mitigate risks is crucial for
sustaining our mission of service and community development.

Key Areas of Focus

1. Financial Oversight
Ensure transparent and accurate financial reporting.
Conduct regular audits and reviews of financial statements.

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Important Insurance Information
for all Clubs

During the recent International Convention in Melbourne, te

MD Authorised Representative Lion Garry Galvin met with the International Broker for LCI, and Garry has released
the following statement to all 201WA Clubs.

Kindly note that Lion Garry is your first port of call for all insurance policies and renewals — please do not contact
PDG Bob Korotcoff, as he is no longer the Authorised Representative for the MD Lions Insurance.

Club Kids Trains.

Our Public Liability policy will continue to cover all Club Kids Trains which are already insured by Lions Insurance.
The Liability Policy is in two parts - the primary policy (issued out of the USA) is for $1 million, and in Australia, we
have an Excess Layer policy of $19 million. The Excess Layer policy follows the primary policy in terms of the cover
and any exclusions. At this time, there are no exclusions limiting or preventing the use of the train. | should
mention, however, that these types of equipment are monitored by the insurer and there can, from time to time, be
concerns regarding their use, as the safety of these units can, sometimes, be questionable. Should these units
ever be excluded by the insurers, you can rest assured that all Clubs in Australia will be notified immediately.
Special Events

Where Clubs are involved in such events where non-Lions groups participate by association or otherwise, it is
important that evidence of a current Liability Insurance - Certificate of Currency is obtained from those participants.
Lion Garry can provide Named parties (i.e. Shopping Centres ) on a Certificate of Currency when sufficient
notification is given for this request.

Lions Cancer Institute & LEHP.

There is also no issue with the Eye Health equipment, with regard to the Public Liability policy either. The only thing
that did come up recently was in relation to the use of qualified medical professionals when using this or similar
medical equipment. The policy does not cover such medical professionals who are still in practice and earning their
living from their profession, even though they may be volunteering on an unpaid basis for Lions at the time. If they
are still actively engaged in their profession, any claim must be put to their professional indemnity insurer as the
Lions Public Liability policy excludes cover for people who are licensed medical practitioners.

Club BBQ Trailers

Concerning the Club's BBQ trailers, these trailers are currently insured on a Master Policy with Vero Insurance. The
policy covers the trailer on a fully comprehensive basis, with the exception that this cover is excluded whilst the
trailer is being used for cooking purposes. To overcome this exclusion, the Lions Brokers (JUA Underwriting Agency
Pty Ltd) have arranged a separate cover which comes into play when you are cooking. Clubs should ensure they
have this second separate cover whilst cooking on a BBQ Trailer. Both of these covers are Optional Extra
Insurance and incur a separate premium to the insurance, covered under the semi-annual dues. The Trailer policy
and the policy covering the cooking exclusion expire on 30th September and you will receive renewal invitations for
these during August/early September.

Lions Policy Common Renewal Dates

The Lions Public Liability policy for $20M expires on 1st September annually. All other mandatory policies fall due
on the 30th September and are paid from your Semi-annual dues. | mention this as Clubs need to be aware that
they will need to update any Certificates of Currency, that they have out with their local council, for projects which
run over the expiry date for the Liability cover.

It is the Club’s responsibility to ensure that all their insurance is adequate and appropriate for all risks involved.
Please contact Lion Garry Galvin (by email at insurance@lions.org.au or by phone at 0408 674 770) if you require
any assistance for any insurance matters.

Did you have emails through Westnet, iiNet or TPG?

Last year these companies forced us, as users, to purchase our email accounts through The
Messaging Company (TMC).
This has been an unmitigated disaster. | have been working on this for more than 4 months.

Some of the things that have happened to me and our District PR Chairperson are

« Being asked to upgrade as my storage space is full........ workaround — (go into your
webmail and delete all emails in your sent and trash folders)
« Deleted emails return the next day but it does reduce your storage and you wont have to
upgrade and pay extra for more storage.
« More scam and phishing emails — | can get up to 25 a day. Even if you block them they
return the next day.
« Genuine emails going to Spam folder. — Check this daily
« Some emails sending more than once — one of mine looked like it sent more than 700
times. | spent 3 hours just deleting emails.
« Response from TMC — just upgrade and buy more storage.
« Reports have been made to the Telecommunications Ombudsman. They are working
through the complaints.

Here are a couple of the reviews

Important emails never received or late (3-4 days)

1. Emails from important companies are not delivered or delivered late (3-4 days late).

2. Customer service is appalling, send them a very specific email about issues and they send you,
if you are lucky, a generic email about how to setup your email account - probably just a bot.

3. Their spam filtering is appalling, government emails get sent to spam folder and rubbish gets
through all the time, dozens per day.

4. They have an email you can send your spam folder emails to if they are not actual spam, but
further emails from the same sender are still marked as spam!

Stay away from TMC (The Messaging Company)

I'm not very techno-savvy and needed support. "The bot" had me going round in circles and was
unable to solve my problem (Site wouldn't recognise my original password or my reset password).
| eventually managed to speak to a support person on the phone but he couldn't help me either.
It's difficult to understand why TPG has stopped it's (included in the subscription) email service
and handed it over to The Messaging Co. which is now charging a fat fee for what used to be free!

Develop and lead a membership committee to help implement action plans to achieve the Club’s
membership goals and to positively increase the member experience.

Encourage all members to participate in membership growth by inviting prospective members to the
Club. Follow up with prospective members promptly.

Promote a harmonious Club atmosphere by listening to and addressing, with the support of the Club
board of directors, concerns that prevent a positive member experience. This may include a survey or
other opportunities for feedback.

Engage new members in activities that are of interest to the member.

Collaborate with the Club service chairperson as well as other Club committees to promote
membership opportunities.

Understand the different membership types and programs offered and promote membership programs
to Club members.

Ensure that new members are provided with an effective orientation so new members understand how
the Club operates within its district, multiple district and Lions Clubs International, with the support of
the Club First Vice President/Club Leadership Chairperson.

Attend the district governor’s advisory committee meeting of the zone in which this Club is located
when appropriate.

LION TAMER. shall have charge of and be responsible for the property and paraphernalia of the Club,
including flags, banners, gong and gavel. Place each in its proper place before each meeting and
return the same to the proper storage area after each meeting. Act as sergeant-at-arms at meetings,
see that those present are properly seated and distribute bulletins, favours and literature as required
at Club and board meetings. Give special attention to assure that each new member sits with a
different group at each meeting so that they can become better acquainted.

TAIL TWISTER. shall promote harmony, good fellowship, life and enthusiasm in the meetings through
appropriate stunts and games and the judicious imposition of fines on Club members.

They are also a
valuable source of information on birds and animals in the
woodland and activities in and around the village. Your
cottage will have been 5 star glampingly prepared for your
comfort and conveniencAfter you have unloaded your gear
and settled in, sit on the porch and contemplate your
surroundings. Please BYO linen, quilt, pillows and towels, or
sleeping bag; or hire some for interstate/international
visitors.The paddock out front has kangaroos, currawongs and
magpies; numbats and echidnas if you look for them, and numerous bird species. Such a peaceful and relaxing
hideaway. At night you may be serenaded by the beautiful songs of the bush stone curlews.
You may want to have a walk around the village first up to familiarise yourself with your surroundings. Take your
camera, binoculars and a bottle of water.
Back at your accommodation, if it is cold you may want to set and light the fire. This
may require a bit of wood chopping (not on the slabs please) from bags purchased at the
office/caretakers (@ $10 per bag). Once lit you can sit in the comfy lounge chairs and
make plans for the next day.
The village has an old tennis court, playground with a flying fox; and plenty of space for
the children to ride bikes and play games.
The Woodland has walk trails, drive trails, dams, and picnic areas to keep you busy
during the day.

Welcome to the first of many monthly reports to help guide you and your club through the process
of participation and to provide ideas on how your club can support this wonderful yet simple project.
You are all aware that the Lions Green Canopy Project was passed at the Darwin Convention. It has
taken time for the Council of Governors to get a suitable team together to develop this brand new Lions
project. We are now in place and are preparing for the official launch at the Multiple District Convention
at Traralgon in May this year.

Like all projects clubs undertake, it takes time to formulate an appropriate plan and to put that plan into
action.

Our suggestions will hopefully provide you with the reassurance and support needed, to
participate and nurture this ongoing project.

WHERE CAN WE PLANT OUR NATIVE TREES?

Now is the time to look at the options available. Some city clubs have concerns that they cannot
participate due to the lack of options. | disagree!! Each and every council area, whether city or country
orientated, have areas of concern that require attention. Whilst they annually have budgets to cover
the supply of suitable trees, many regions have limited options when it comes to labour to plant those
trees.

Keep in mind these suitable areas are not limited to council areas. Landholders, retirement villages,
homeowners and developers alike, are increasingly aware of the needs our our environment.
Greening of new land developments or growing a green corridor through their properties are now
high on their agendas. We are therefore only limited by our imagination as to the areas available.

WHAT DO WE PLANT?

There are several factors to consider here. We need natives or others suitable to the particular area. For
example awet gully area in the city limits may require trees and/ or shrubs able to absorb large quantities of water
and be alkaline resistant. A rural outlook is better suited with drought resistant varieties and tolerant of a clay
soil. There are varieties that are suitable to almost any soil type you may encounter. These are all issues to
consider when selecting plants

WHO DO WE TALKTO?

Most of us do not have the knowledge to select suitable plants therefore we must

seek the assistance of a person suitably qualified to guide us in the selection. Choices here are
endless. Nurseries, council garden staff, horticulturists, town community nurseries, Landcare groups etc.
etc. For larger city areas consideration could be given to working with the local botanical garden leaders
who are there to assist where possible.

WHAT WILL IT COST MY CLUB?

It may cost you nothing other than your labour or administration of the project. Companies large and
small enthusiastically promote the sponsorship of environmental projects, particularly in their local
areas. Mining companiesare required to submit a proposal on how they will rejuvenate areas after mining
when applications are submitted to councils.

WE ARE TOO OLD TO DO THE LABOUR PART OF [T, WHAT DO WE DO?

Many of our clubs tend to have members who, due to age, are limited in what can be done
manually. This is the ideal opportunity to form partnerships with numerous options available. Schools,
family, councils, other clubs, scouts, girl guides, Landcare groups, environmental bodies, social clubs,
ethnic groups, senior citizens clubs. The list is endless.

WHEN DO WE PREPARE THE SOIL, PLANT THE TREES AND WHAT THEN?

There will be variations state to state and area to area. However, as we progress with our reports, we will
attempt to provide suggestions to assist you.
